As Chief of the Pembroke Police Service, I am proud and very 
honoured to present this annual report for the year 2008 to the 
Pembroke Police Services Board.  Although this report is prepared 
in compliance with Ontario Regulation 3/99 Section 31 of the 
Ontario Police Services Act, it also provides an opportunity to 
highlight some of our accomplishments over the past year. 
 

During the early part of 2008, our Service was the subject of a mandatory station inspection conducted by the Ministry of 
Community Safety and Correctional Services.  We were extremely pleased with the results of this inspection and made several 
internal changes as a result of recommendations contained in the report. 
 
Our Service worked in close conjunction with the Pembroke Police Services Board to formulate a two year business plan that will 
provide direction for our organization in the upcoming years.  Several focus groups were held during the initial stages of this 
process, with feedback from the public being a major factor in the eventual direction of the plan itself.  I would like to compliment 
Service Board members Bob Schreader and Mike Lemay, Board Secretary Barb Briscoe and Police Constable Dean Duchrow for 
their many hours of dedication to this project. 
 
Over the course of “2008”, the Pembroke Police Service has endeavoured to work more closely with the Community we serve.  
Our new motto is “Policing in Partnership” and this will be our focus in the future.  To that end, we maintain close relationships 
with our local Fire Service, our neighbouring policing partners, Family and Children’s Services, the Pembroke Regional Hospital, 
the local Crown Attorney’s office and the Victim Witness office, to mention just a few. 
 
In closing, I would be remiss if I did not extend our sympathies to the many military families who have been effected negatively by 
the current deployment in Afghanistan.

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Message from the Deputy Chief 
 
 
In providing this year-end message for 2008, I wish to offer my continued 
condolences and deepest sympathies to the communities, families and friends of 
previously fallen brother and sister officers.  They shall never be forgotten. 
 
I also wish to offer condolences and deepest sympathies to the families, friends 
and comrades of the fallen soldiers of the Canadian Military and in particular 
CFB Petawawa which has lost 38 soldiers during the deployment to Afghanistan.  
They shall also never be forgotten. 

 
The past 12 months have seen the implementation of traffic management, with goals to reduce motor vehicle collisions in 
Pembroke through public education and increased enforcement to raise public awareness of traffic laws.  We have also 
greatly increased the amount of hours officers were able to dedicate to R.I.D.E. spot checks.  We believe these initiatives 
have and will continue to greatly improve road safety in the city of Pembroke. 
 
A major project involving the infiltration of the street level distribution network of illegal drugs in Pembroke was 
completed in 2008.  This resulted in seventeen people being arrested and approximately one hundred charges being 
processed. 
 
In the area of training, officers attended the Canadian Police College, Ontario Police College and other satellite training 
agencies in Ontario.  Training is a priority with our Service and will continue as such.  In addition to the annual training 
provided in the area of Criminal Investigation, Drug Recognition Expert training to be held at the Ontario Police College 
and in Arizona will be completed.  Perimeter Control training will also be conducted with a view to implementing a critical 
incident team. 
 
In closing, I wish to acknowledge and thank the dedicated professionals who work for the Pembroke Police Service.  I 
commend them for their hard work over the last year.  Without their commitment and dedication, our community would not 
be the safe place that we all have come to appreciate and enjoy in its entire splendor.
